Second Minerva concertation meeting’s report

Bruxelles, 5th-6th of October 2004-10-15

GENERAL IMPRESSIONS OF THE MEETING

I found that the relations presented to the meeting were a little bit ‘abstract’, that is, many Minerva projects are dealing with theoretical models and pedagogical frameworks of e-learning, but I saw just a few projects working on more ‘concrete’ outputs like our project.

OUR PRERSENTATION

Our project presentation was good, and, in particular, Thomas Berger (Project www.media-net-works.de) manifested his interest to be in the group experimenting the use of the digital ELP because they would find very useful as a support to some Leonardo mobility projects that they are managing.

Actually, the plurilinguism issue (that the ELP strongly supports) is one of the main concerns of many projects: we all use English as international language, but EU is stressing the importance for the Europeans to speak many languages and to be able to communicate each other in a variety of languages. I think that the digital ELP is a powerful tool to support this transversal aspect of many projects and we should be stressing it in dissemination.

VALORISATION

As you remember, one of the main concern of EU is dissemination of the results of the project, in order to reach as many potential users as we can. In particular, in this meeting, the concept of ‘valorisation’ was stressed. Every project should maximalize its public impact, even with very creative initiatives. Thanks to Pambos, at the moment, we have a good dissemination, but take note of this, because it will be our main concern during the second year of the project and every partner will be required to be fully involved in it.
